of the Fifth D. B. Kabalevsky International Competition “Music Teacher XXI” and Music by D. B. Kabalevsky International Festival  
The idea of the competition – professor E. B. Abdullin, Doctor of Pedagogy
The idea of the festival – professor I. S. Avramkova, Candidat of Pedagogy
Founders and organizers -
the Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation, the Federal Agency on Education, the Committee on Education of the Saint-Petersburg City Government, the Committee on Culture of the Saint-Petersburg City Government, Moskow State Pedagogical University, A. I. Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia (RSPU), National non-governmental foundation “Arts Education and Culture”, the Saint-Petersburg Union of Composers and the Russian branch of  the International Society for Music Education (ISME) are pleased to announce:
the Fifth D. B. Kabalevsky International Competition “Music Teacher XXI” to be held 23-24 November, 2010 and D. B. Kabalevsky’s Music International Festival to be held 25-26 November, 2010. Both events will take place at A. I Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia in St. Petersburg, Russia.
The daughter of the composer – Maria Dmitriyevna Kabalevskaya, Director of D. B. Kabalevsky Center, and his son, Yury Dmitriyevitch Kabalevsky are invited as the honorary guests.  
I. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Competition’s objectives are:

- to find and support talented music teachers and students in- and outside of Russia ; 

- to demonstrate new ideas, contents and methods of musical education and upbringing in the system of general music education; 

- to display innovations in higher music education pedagogy;  and
- to provide international music pedagogy expertise exchange.

Festival’s objectives are:

- to find and support talented performers and 

- to popularize music by D. B. Kabalevsky.

II.
CATEGORIES 
 The competition will be held in four categories:

Category 1 – school teachers conduct music lessons. 

Category 2 – university students conduct music lessons. 

Category 3 – school teachers pioneer music pedagogy technologies. 

Category 4 – university students pioneer music pedagogy technologies. 

III.
    COMPETITION ORDER 
The Competition trials include two Rounds.
First Round will only use lesson’s videos (Categories 1 and 2) or descriptions of a music pedagogy technology pioneered by the participant along with the video enclosed of how the innovation works during the lesson (Categories 3 and 4). The videos along with documents for a corresponding category should no later than 01 October, 2010 be mailed to the Organization Board as “the first class delivery” 
           Second Round will be held 23-24 November, 2010 at the A. I. Herzen RSPU College of Music. Participants will get invitation for the Second Round, who would most effectively demonstrate their professional competencies in the First Round. 
The order of appearance in the Second Round will be drawn by lot. 

Participants of Categories 1 and 2 will have two rehearsals with schoolchildren. 
IV. COMPETITION RULES
First Round
· video recording of a music lesson (duration limit for the Category 1 – 35 min; for the Category 2 – 30 min); 

Second Round
·  open music lesson with  secondary school pupils (at least 18 children). Category 1 participants have a right to conduct the lesson for their schoolchildren by content of the Organization Board.
Pupil age: 9–16 years (3–9 grades). 

The content of the music lesson should follow the chosen topic (educational program is at the discretion of participants including their own ones). 
The lesson must provide the following activities:     

а) the performance of a short instrumental piece by the teacher; 

b) the analysis of a composition with partial illustration and active involvement of the pupils;  and      

c) vocal and choral practices. 

Additional activities at the participant’s discretion: 

elementary improvisation, composing music with children, music-oriented multi-artistic activity (including music-and-movement practices) and use of  children’s music instruments.

Lesson evaluation criteria:

elegant artistic and educational concept; artistic and cognitive orientation; the adoption of the emotional drama method; and musical and creative involvement of  children.
Teacher evaluation criteria:

-   communicative and organizational culture; 

-   effective management in various types of children’s musical activities;
-   instrumental, choral and vocal skills; 

-   musicality, artistry and artistic taste; and
-   the ability to foster musical creativity of children. 
Description and demonstration requirements for music pedagogy technologies pioneered by participants:
The participant (a teacher or a student) presents his/her innovation in the sphere of music education (a new genre of the lesson with musical and pedagogical provision; a new approach in music education or a different project of the kind) according to the following:

1. Innovation title.


2. The point of innovation: its goal, tasks and novelty.


3. Brief review of relevant bibliography.


4. Adoption technology.

5. Results obtained proving that the innovation is practical for music pedagogy.

 The idea-and-adoption evaluation criteria:
· importance;

· novelty;

· theoretical and practical completeness and consistency, and

· practical importance. 
V.    FESTIVAL RULES
Music by D. B. Kabalevsky International Festival is one of the competition events. Participation in it is open to all students and teachers irrespective to type or level of their educational institution.

No age limit is set for the participants.

Duration limit for the performance is 10 min.

To take part in the Festival, an application form should be submitted to the Organization Board indicating the composition (or compositions) by D. B. Kabalevsky along with the video recording of the applicant’s performance. 
VI.    COMPETITION AND FESTIVAL PRIZES AND AWARDS
· The Second Round reveals I, II and III place winners as well as honorable mentions. Laureates of the competition will be awarded prizes and souvenirs. In particular cases one place could be shared.

· The Jury has a right to encourage particular aspects of presentation (unusual pedagogical and artistic idea of the lesson, organization of a certain type of children music activity, impressive performance of vocal or instrumental compositions and etc.). 

· Music teachers who prepared schoolchildren for the competition will receive special prizes. Governmental and non-governmental organizations, artistic associations, mass-media, institutions and firms may establish special prizes by content of the Jury. 

· All the participants of the Festival will be granted honorable mentions. The Jury has a right to grant laureateship to the most impressive solo and group performers.
VII. THE JURY
The Jury will consist of reputed musicians, methodologists, music teachers and scholars in the spheres of music education pedagogy and performance. 

The composition of Jury as well as any changes in it depends on the Organization Board.

The Jury shall use10-score system to evaluate each performance.

The decisions of Jury are final and beyond appeal.
VIII.  THE ORGANIZATION BOARD
The Organization Board has been formed to organize and to carry out the competition and the festival. It is commissioned to resolve all matters arising both before and after the beginning of the events. The members of the Organization Board have been appointed by the Rector of A. I. Herzen RSPU.

The Organization Board reserves all the rights for audio / video recording of the competition without any payment to the participants, including whatever further use of the above materials at any time in methodological and educational contexts of undergraduate, graduate and postgraduate training courses, which A. I. Herzen RSPU and MSPU faculty develop.
IX.     Financial regulations
The Entry Competition Fees for participants are 1000 Rub for Categories 1 and 3 and 800 Rub for Categories 2 and 4. The Entry Festival Fees are: soloists - 1000 Rub; chamber ensembles – 500 Rub per person; groups of more than 15 persons - 5000 Rub per group. 

The Entry Fee is not refundable.
 All traveling, accommodation and other expenses are the responsibility of the sending party or the participants.

Participants must acquire their passports, visas and medical insurances on their own.

Participants may be provided an accommodation in the Herzen University Hotel and other hotels of St. Petersburg.
X.  THE ORDER OF APPLICATION
To be enrolled participants should not later than October 1, 2010 send the following documents and competition materials to the Organization Board (the date to be defined by post stamp unless the data were sent by e-mail).

· Video recording of music lesson according to the Regulations (the video data should be presented in full without denominations, installation of several records is not allowed);
· Completed application form;
· Photocopies of all documents specified in the application form;

· Photocopy of the bank transfer document proving payment of entry fee;
· 2 photographs 9 x 12 sm (electronic version)

· Photocopies of diplomas or certificate of education or the academic certificate of a student.
· Formal petition bearing a surname of the head of the petitioning organization, in which the applicant works or studies 

Video data are to be presented on a DVD-carrier in DVD-video format.
 Participants from the countries other than Russia have the right to submit documents and video data and to make competition presentation in English.
