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Focusing on the student of traditional music: The characteristics of
students learning a traditional music instrument and their views, needs
and desires related to teachers and teaching

The aim of the study was to investigate the characteristics of public music school,
university and conservatory students who study a traditional music instrument on the
basis of one-to-one private music lessons, as well as their needs and views on the
characteristics of the desired music teacher and desired teaching. The sample was
taken from the broader area of northern and western Greece and consisted of 236
students, out of which 158 were students 12 to 18 years of age from public music
schools (middle and high schools), 59 were university music students, and 19 were
students in conservatories. All participants were receiving one-to-one music lessons on
a traditional music instrument at the time of the study. The main research instrument
was an author-constructed written questionnaire, which was answered by the whole
sample. A focus group with 15 public music school students participating in the sample
was additionally used as a research instrument. Research findings revealed significant
correlations of gender and age with students’ choice of instrument and views on the
desired teacher and teaching, as well as interesting similarities and differences on the
above between public school music students and university/ conservatory students.
Findings also greatly emphasized the students’ urge “to be heard” as to their needs,
desires and opinions on the process and content of their learning.
